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Intro / How to use the Spell checker in your application
The MS Access Spell checker solves the problem of how to include spell-checking into your MS Access runtime applications. The spell checker function does not work in Runtime versions! 

To incorporate our spell-checker into your runtime application, Import the following objects, highlighted in green, into your project:
Tables:

DictionaryUS  - Table of US words. Import into local or back-end database.
DictionaryUK- Table of UK words. Import into local or back-end database.
SuggMatch – Used to generate suggested replacements for misspelled words. Should import into program db.

tDefaults – This stores the one option for US or UK dictionary. Field Name:  UseUSDict . 1=US, 2=UK. If you don’t want to have another table, simply add the field UseUSDict, Integer, to any existing options –type table. Note: If you move  the one option field: UseUSDict to a different table, Update the Recordsource of the form PupDictionary.
Forms:

PupDictionary  - This is the main form that does all the work. The spell-checker code and Suggested Match logic are stored in this form’s code.  The 2 main functions contained in this form are as follows:

· Function spck() will spell check the text field that has the focus. It will call BuildSugg() for non-matched words.
· BuildSugg() will build suggested words for any misspelled words found during the spell check process. Suggested words are saved to the table SuggMatch and displayed into the “Suggestions” box.

PupDictionaryEdit  - If the user clicks the “Edit Dictionary” button on the spell checker (pupDictionary), this form will be opened. This allows the user to add their own words. In the 2 dictionary tables, any words added by the user will have the CustomYN box checked. Take this into consideration when deciding on whether to include the dictionary tables into the back-end database, or a local database for each user.

Usage:

To use the spell-checker, place a spell check button on the form that contains the text box you wish to have spell-checked. The button should Set focus to the text box, then open the pupDictionary form, and it will handle the rest:

Private Sub btnSpellCheck_Click()

On Error Resume Next
Me!Bodytext.SetFocus
‘Replace w/ actual field name being checked.

DoCmd.OpenForm "pupDictionary"  'OnLoad even of pupDictionary will start the spell check on field w/focus
End Sub
